No decurso da nossa investigagdo temos vindo a compreender que a paisagem ja ndo se limita a ser encarada
como o cenario das acgdes dos nossos antepassados, ou como o suporte de uma acgdo. Muitos autores
definem-na como um “palimpsesto de memdrias”, um conjunto de inimeras camadas que se vdo acumulando
ao longo do tempo; um documento, um arquivo vivo. Neste sentido, temos de estar atentos a dois tipos de
fenomenos: os elementos visiveis, materializaveis pelas evidéncias arqueoldgicas e os elementos invisiveis, a
dimensdoimaterial ou simbdlica da paisagem, que para nds se plasma na Memdria Social.

Muitos dos sitios arqueolégicos que estudamos transformaram-se em auténticos “marcadores da paisagem”
ou “lugares de memdria”, sendo restabelecidos ao longo dos tempos, passando para as geragdes seguintes,
reforcando as fungdes mnemonicas da paisagem. Parece haver um repositério de um saber popular
intemporal, cuidadosamente preservado e fielmente transmitido ao longo de incontaveis geragdes.

A andlise da Paisagem e dos "lugares de memdria" induz-nos na procura de novos instrumentos de andlise
aplicaveis ao estudo em arqueologia. Assim, torna-se fundamental um estudo das narrativas orais, das lendas,
dos mitos, em suma, da tradicdo oral de uma dada comunidade. A titulo de exemplo trazemos aqui uma breve
sintese das evidéncias arqueoldgicas e da tradigdo oral associada a dois sitios arqueoldgicos da Pré-Historia
Recente daregido de Foz Coa: o Castelo Velho de Freixo de Numédo e ositio arqueoldgico do Prazo.

Changes in subsistence strategies in a rural mountain community of Northeastern Portugal: the causes and
impacts onthe landscape

Rural mountain landscapes have been shaped through centuries of traditional agricultural practices and
subsistence strategies. Presently we find that these cultural landscapes are changing and these changes are
mainly a result of social, economic and political drivers. Castro Laboreiro, located in northeastern part of the
Peneda-Gerés National Park, Portugal is unigue in its transhumance practice which includes entire families,
livestock and goods as an adaptation of the locals to the harsh winter conditions and to exploit land for further
cultivation activity for both fodder and human subsistence. The transhumance activity of leaving the “brandas”
(summer settlements) in the month of December to the “inverneiras” (winter settlements) is still carried out by
a small percentage of the population. This tradition although continued by some, the reasons behind the
migration are various. The spatial use of both summer settlements and winter settlements has changed along
the years having a clear impact on the surrounding landscape. The region's main subsistence is agro-pastoral
activities, activities which have also decreased dramatically in the last 40 years. Today this system is facing a
total collapse as the regions subsistence strategies and exploitation of natural resources has decreased and/or
altered. In this study we analyze how this migratory practice has changed and how it has altered the landscape
in the last 50 years. Our results show a clear alteration to the landscape influenced by changes in subsistence
strategies.
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
