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PROCESSO DE SUPERVISAO: PERCEPCOES DOS PROFESSORES ME DO 1° CEB
Supervision process: Perceptions of cooperating teachers of primary school

Resumo

A formacao inicial, dos educadores de infincia e professores do ensino basico e
secundario, em Portugal, integra uma componente de prética profissional, nas unidades
curriculares de Iniciagdo a Pratica Profissional (IPP) da Licenciatura em Educagao
Bésica, bem como na Pratica de Ensino Supervisionada (PES) dos mestrados. Este
modelo de formagdo pressupde a imersdo dos alunos nos contextos onde se desenvolve
a pratica docente, ¢ um processo de supervisio envolve varios atores: o aluno
(estagiario), o professor supervisor, o professor cooperante e outros o0s agentes
envolvidos no processo educativo. O presente estudo enquadra-se numa investigagao
mais ampla iniciada no ano letivo de 2013/2014. Trata-se de um estudo de natureza
interpretativa, tendo a recolha de dados sido efetuada através de um questionario de
perguntas abertas, realizado a 73 professores cooperantes da Escola Superior de
Educagdo de Braganca, no ambito da formacdo de professores. O estudo tinha como
principal objetivo compreender as percepgoes/vivéncias dos educadores/professores
cooperantes acerca processo de supervisdo, nomeadamente sobre os papéis
desempenhados, as interagoes desenvolvidas , os processos de reflexao e avaliacdo. Este
artigo centra-se especificamente na andlise dos dados obtidos nas respostas dos
professores cooperantes do 1° CEB (22 professores). Considerando os dados obtidos
salienta-se que a maioria dos cooperantes refere que o tempo dedicado a PES ¢
insuficiente. No que respeita aos papéis dos diversos intervenientes, os professores
cooperantes, valorizam a importancia da comunica¢do entre o supervisor e¢ o
cooperante. Além disso referem que as interagcdes desenvolvidas tém sido bastante
positivas e com possibilidades de melhoria crescente. Destacam, ainda, a importancia
da intervencdo de todos os elementos envolvidos no processo de supervisdo.
Relativamente a organizagdo/orientagdo das sessdes de reflexdo reconhecem que estas
sdo uma componente essencial da PES, considerando que estdo bem organizadas e que
se constituem como um processo produtivo e construtivo, referindo, contudo que devem
ser realizadas com mais frequéncia. Relativamente a avaliacdo do processo referem a
necessidade da participagdo ativa de todos os elementos. Contudo, as respostam
valorizaram, essencialmente, a avaliagdo do aluno estagidrio. Quando solicitados para
apresentar propostas de melhoria propdem a otimizagdo do tempo de estagio, a
organizacdo de reunides no inicio do ano letivo e o aumento da periodicidade dos
momentos de reflexdo com os supervisores. A supervisio ¢ entendida como um
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processo dinamico que pretende otimizar a qualidade da intervengdo pedagdgica, por
meio de uma relagdo de cooperacdo e de ajuda, proveniente da interacdo estabelecida
entre os diversos atores envolvidos e que promove a constru¢do e o desenvolvimento
profissional dos mesmos.

Abstract

The training of kindergarten, primary and secondary teachers, in Portugal, includes a
component of initiation to professional practice in the Bachelor of Elementary
Education, and a supervised teaching practice in Masters. This training model requires
the immersion of students in educational institutions where the teaching practice is
developed. It is based on a supervision process that involves several actors: the student
(trainee), the supervisor teacher (from the university), the cooperating teacher (from the
educational center) and all the agents involved in the educational process. This study is
part of a broad investigation that started in the academic year of 2013/2014, with the
main objective of understanding the perceptions/experiences of the cooperating teacher
about the supervision process, particularly about the roles of the actors, the interactions
developed between them, the reflection and evaluation processes. It is a
qualitative/interpretative approach that used a questionnaire with open-ended questions
to collect the data. The respondents were 73 cooperating teacher, partners of the School
of Education of Braganga, in the field of the teacher training. The study described in this
paper ficus on the data gathered from the cooperating teacher of primary education (22
teachers). Concerning the results collected, it is possible to anticipate that most of the
cooperating teachers refer that the time devoted to the supervised teaching practice is
insufficient. Taking into account the roles of the different actors, the cooperating
teachers value the communication process with the supervisor. Moreover, they also
report that the interactions between them are quite positive and with increasing potential
of improvement. The importance of the intervention of all the elements involved in the
supervisioned process is also highlighted. In relation to the organization/orientation of
reflection sessions’ they recognize that it is an essential component of supervised
teaching practice. They consider that it is well organized and that it is a productive and
constructive process, although it should be performed more often. Regarding the
assessment of the supervision process they refer the need of an active participation of all
elements. However the answers have focused essentially on the evaluation of the trainee
student. When asked to present proposals for improvement they highlight the
optimization of the training time, the organization of meetings in the begining of the
academic year and the necessity to increase the frequency of reflections with the
supervisors. Supervision is understood as a dynamic process that aims to optimize the
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quality of pedagogical intervention, through a cooperative relationship and help, from
the interaction between the actors involved, promoting their professional development.
