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ABSTRACT: University-firm cooperation is frequently
seen as a viable strategy for transmitting knowledge from
institutions of higher education to the business sector,
leading to regional and national development. Therefore,
this study aims to analyze the phenomenon of coop-
eration between a higher education institute - Braganga
Polytechnic Institute (IPB) - and the business sector in
this region of Portugal. To attain this objective, an empiri-

cal study was carried out, based on primary data gathered

from a questionnaire and a semi-formal interview with
an ex-student of that educational institute. Based on the
logistic regression model proposed for this study, the re-
sults revealed that variables such as gender, age and the
school taught in, within the selected higher education in-
stitution, influence lecturers’ capacity to cooperate in the
business sector. Some theoretical and practical implica-
tions for lecturers/investigators and enterpreneur/manag-
ers are also presented.
