Resumo: Os destinos turisticos ndo poderio desejar ser tudo para todos, mas sim atrair e desenvolver ofertas especificas
para aqueles cujas caracteristicas mais podem interessar. A pandemia Covid-19 veio reforgar a importancia do digital e,
ao mesmo tempo que colocou entraves e limitagdes, abriu oportunidades para a captagdo de novos publicos com
necessidades especificas. Os ndmadas digitais sdo um destes publicos que ganhou visibilidade durante a pandemia e que
representam um novo estilo de vida, caracterizado principalmente pela viagem frequente com estadias mais prolongadas.
Neste artigo é feita uma descricdo dos némadas digitais relatando-se as suas caracteristicas, e comportamento de
consumo turistico. Para aferir da adequabilidade deste segmento com as caracteristicas da oferta turistica da NUT III
Terras de Tras-os-Montes foi realizada uma macro andlise das caracteristicas do territdrio recolhendo-se igualmente
dados acerca dos alojamentos turisticos da regido. De acordo com a investigacdo efetuada, concluiu-se que embora as
Terras de Tras-os-Montes, pelas suas proprias caracteristicas, detenham recursos e potencial turistico capaz de ir ao
encontro das necessidades do némada digital, tais recursos estdo ainda numa fase embrionaria de potenciagio, tornando-
se necessario que os atores envolvidos desenhem um plano de agdo que permita criar valor na oferta desenvolvida para
dar resposta a este novo publico.
